Cricklewood, Dudden Hill, Kensal Rise, Kensal Green,
 Kilburn,  Mapesbury, Queens Park, South Kilburn 

and Willesden Green



THE EIGHT 
THEMES IN THE 
LOCAL PLAN

Brent’s Local Plan is not only about buildings and new 
homes; it also covers transport, the environment, jobs 
and how communities can live well together.  
The 8 themes in the Local Plan will guide how Brent will grow over the 
next 20 years, improving places that could be better, while protecting 
those bits that are special.

The council cannot make all our 
plans happen by itself.
The council must work with local 
residents, developers, the Mayor of 
London, the national Government 
and other organisations.
The council receives money from developers to help  
pay for making improvements in the borough.
The council will keep checking to make sure the Local Plan  
is doing what it is supposed to do.

Monitoring the Local Plan

1. Building 
designs – make 
sure new buildings  
are of good 
quality and tall 
building are in 
suitable places

2. Housing – make sure many 
new homes are affordable and 
big enough for families

4. Economy and town 
centres – make sure 
that spaces for 
local businesses 
are affordable 
and places like 
betting shops and 
takeaways are limited

3. Social infrastructure 
– is protected wherever 
possible and in areas with 
good public transport

5. Heritage and culture –  
make sure that 
historic buildings  
are protected 
and cultural 
and creative 
organisations are 
supported

7. Transport 
– make sure 
that new 
developments 
help people 
use buses and 
trains instead 
of cars

6. Parks and open 
spaces – make sure 
existing parks 
are protected 
and new 
developments 
include green 
spaces

8. Sustainable 
infrastructure 
– make sure new 
developments  
are environmentally-
friendly
