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Nuisance Log Sheets Guidance Notes

A written log of each incident is the best way to show evidence. This can be used to assess the impact of the activity or as powerful evidence in consideration of enforcement intervention.

· Use the diary to record what you see, hear or smell. Please do not add statements from other witnesses – they must keep their own diary.

· Fill in the diary as soon as possible after witnessing an incident, so that it is fresh in your mind. 

· Use as much detail as possible to describe the incident. 

· It is important that you include how the incident affected your normal life – for example if it has made you feel scared or depressed, stopped you sleeping or prevented you from enjoying your home.

· If you do not know the actual location, describe it in as much detail as possible, e.g. near Tesco on x road.

Please note: A qualifying threshold of three or four separate nuisance-level incidents within a 4-week period is usually required to open an investigation. One-off or infrequent incidents will be logged for monitoring but no further action will be taken.
