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How to share your views for your Annual Review
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If you have an Education, Health and Care plan  (sometimes called an EHCP) then once a year there will be an annual review meeting.

The people who should be invited to your annual review include:

· You
· Your parents / carers
· Your headteacher
· Your SENDCo
· People from Brent County Council
· Any professionals that work with you
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You should be asked to attend and give your views at your annual review meeting. Someone can be there to support you e.g. a friend, a teaching assistant etc.

The Do’s & Don’ts

DO 	Remember that you can give your views in any way that you feel comfortable 

DO 	Remember that these are YOUR views, everyone else will get a chance to share their views as well

DO 	Remember that you can ask someone to help you write  / record your views

DO 	Share anything that is going well 

DO 	Share anything that is not going well 

DO 	Share any goals and ambitions you have for the future

DON’T 	Let anyone stop you from sharing your views, you have a right to be involved in your annual review
